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FISCALYEAR 2027 COMMUNITY COLLEGE FEDERAL FUNDING PRIORITIES
Every year, Congress must decide how much to spend on important programs for community colleges through
the Appropriations process.

e ACCT and the Association of Community College Trustees (AACC) submitted our national
appropriations request letter this spring to the U.S. House.

e The House and Senate Appropriations Committees ask members of Congress to submit their funding
priorities (Ex: House — Senate).

e Inturn, members of Congress ask their constituents to make programmatic funding requests for specific
programs (Ex: Reps. Mace, Shreve).

o This document shows community college priority requests in the same format as most congressional
offices’ individual request forms. While each congressional form is different, advocates and staff can copy-
paste college, district, and state data into each form to show local impact.

e |n addition to submitting their requests privately to the Appropriations Committee database, members of
Congress also sign public group congressional requests (“Dear Colleague” letters) to show public support
for a program. Members of Congress are strongly urged to sign these top priority group letters for programs
supporting community colleges and their students.

Description: The Federal Pell Grant is the foundation of federal financial aid, serving approximately 7 million
students annually, with nearly one-third of Pell Grant recipients attending community colleges. Increasing the
Pell Grant maximum award, at minimum by $200 to combat inflation, promotes affordability and student
success for low-income students. It would also reduce students’ need to borrow. A study by the National
Bureau of Economic Research found that the government recoups the cost of Pell Grants in only ten years,
because recipients graduate, earn higher wages, and pay more taxes. Congress made bipartisan
commitments to expanding Pell eligibility through the FAFSA Simplification Act and as a result, more students
are now applying and qualifying for Pell Grants. Congress is how reaping the fruits of its labor through increased
Pell Grant eligibility and uptake. Congress must meet the commitments it made to low-income students by
providing sufficient funding to preserve the Pell Grant program without any cuts to eligibility or benefits.
